Request for Minor Permit Amendment to 
Permit DE 410128 received by City.

Now shows bleachers, artificial turf field, 
sunken, no set back to protect Kaslo poplars.

Diagram also shows lighting footings,  
although lighting is not mentioned in current 

permit amendment request. 
No notification to school’s neighbours.

Alerted by the appear-
ance of protective fenc-
ing around City trees on 
Parker St., neighbours 

call the Planning Dept. 
and find out about the 
permit amendment re-
quest and press release.

School buildings
completed.

City sends reply to letter writers, announcing that  
Notre Dame will be required to host an open house/

meeting to “reset community consultation and gain offi-
cial feedback from the neighbourhood” before the City 
makes a decision on the permit amendment request.   

No date set.

School revises (Sept 27)
operational notes 

for permit amendment. 
References included to 

stadium use for “summer 
camps and opens door 
to “community use.” 

Neighbours concerned 
this means stadium will 
be rented out for  as part 

of “school use.”

      

The press release is 
removed from school 
web site the day the 
flyers are distributed.

PETITION grows and neighbours continue to request a new 
development permit process so that the scope of the stadium, 
and TRAFFIC, SAFETY and QUALITY OF LIFE impacts for the 

local community can be assessed for the first time.
